Primary Purpose
To implement the Primary School Swimming and Water Safety Program.
Level of Responsibility/Direction and Supervision
[bookmark: _Hlk127543251]Responsible for the successful management of the assigned duties and associated activities.
Receives broad direction, guidance and informative feedback from the Regional Co-ordinator and the Teacher-in-Charge.  
It is the responsibility of the occupant to actively participate, promote and model behaviours which are consistent with the Department's commitment to the safety and wellbeing of children and young people. This includes the prevention, identification and reporting of child abuse and behaviours which are not consistent with the Department's values. 
The occupant is responsible for complying with all Agency policies and procedures, including those relating to fraud and corruption control, record management, confidentiality, conduct and behaviour, mandatory reporting, education, training and assessment. 
The Department has a range of delegations across the operational portfolio’s which include Finance, People Services and Support (HR) and Facilities. The occupant is responsible for ascertaining the delegations that are assigned to these duties and is expected to exercise any applicable delegations prudently and in accordance with a range of Acts, Regulations, Awards, administrative authorities and functional arrangements. 
Primary Duties

1. Prepare and review appropriate swimming and water safety instructional programs for groups and individuals.
2. Assess students and their skills in relation to swimming and water safety, and conduct daily swimming and water safety instruction, including skill development, as appropriate for relevant skill levels.
3. Assess student achievements in relation to swimming and water safety and skill development and provide a record of development, for each student, to parents or guardians and schools.
4. Apply suitable student behaviour management strategies.
5. Develop and use flexible instructional strategies and processes.
6. Assist with supervision of students in change rooms and maintain assigned equipment.
7. Liaise with schools, parents, departmental and other staff as required.
8. Attend personal professional development and Departmental professional development courses as required.
9. The incumbent can expect to be allocated duties, not specifically mentioned in this document, that are within the capacity, qualifications and experience normally expected from persons occupying positions at this classification level.
10. In accordance with the Work Health and Safety Act 2012 the incumbent will actively participate in and contribute to the maintenance of safe working conditions and practices, including the development and implementation of improvement initiatives, safeguarding practices and all mandatory training requirements.  
Selection Criteria
The following specific selection criteria must be addressed by candidates. The nominated position objective and duties contained in this statement of duties must also be used to assist in the interpretation of these selection criteria.
	
1. Evidence of well-developed and current knowledge of the Swimming and Water Safety Program and appropriate instructional methodologies.
2. Demonstrated ability to plan and implement instructional programs, together with the ability to observe and reflect on programs and review instructional methodologies as required.
3. Proven interpersonal and communication skills with students, parents, and other staff.
4. Personal skills of flexibility, adaptability as well as a high degree of motivation and the ability to work effectively as a member of a team.
5. Commitment to the principles of equal opportunity, access and equity in education for all students.
6. A demonstrated capacity to commit to the Department’s values, with the ability to apply them through individual behaviours and actions. 
Requirements
