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[bookmark: _Hlk206664929] The West Branch manages over 2 million hectares of land and over 100 parks, many of which are cared for in partnership with Aboriginal people, including the Aboriginal-owned Mutawintji and Mount Grenfell Lands. Its landscapes range from sub-alpine mountains to red sandy desert dunes, supporting unique and diverse wildlife, from the Mukarrthippi grasswren to the Barrier Range dragon.
Covering around half of NSW and over 25% of the entire national park estate in NSW, it is bordered by Victoria to the south, South Australia to the west, Queensland to the north, and the Blue Mountains to the east. It encompasses all or part of eleven bioregions, including the Simpson-Strzelecki Dunefields, Mulga Lands, Darling Riverine Plains, Murray-Darling Depression and South-eastern Highlands.
