Run by a highly qualified team from our Bunbury training hub in WA’s picturesque South 
West region, RPTWA provides comprehensive rural training at more than 30 RANZCP accredited posts.  
The RPTWA program is overseen by the Western Australia Branch Training Committee, in accordance with the 
requirements for obtaining Fellowship of the Royal Australian New Zealand College of Psychiatrists. We provide 
unique and comprehensive training experiences in rural generalist psychiatry, with Stage 3 trainees completing 
Certificates of Advanced Training considered on a case-by-case basis.  
 

Comprehensive Training Hubs 

Stage 1 trainees are allocated to one of three Comprehensive  
Training Hubs, which each have the full range of training posts  
required for completion of a 5-year generalist RANZCP Fellowship.  

• Great Southern - Albany (7 posts)
