A significant component of the
role will be working with the partner College, school staff and senior students to provide information to inspire,
inform and support the successful transition of students to higher education. This will include providing details
and experiences of university programs including exposure to university pathways and courses, interaction
with current students and graduates, application and scholarship support, exposure to accommodation, e.g.,
research and information skills or university preparation; and to identify and implement new activities and
initiatives that meet the needs of schools and students to better understanding of, and pathways into higher
education.
