Position Summary

This Infection Control Officer role will be based at the Microbiological Diagnostic Unit Public
Health Laboratory (MDU PHL), University of Melbourne at The Peter Doherty Institute of
Infection and Immunity. The incumbent will work across three major project areas:

1. Activities to support regional responses to address Antimicrobial Resistance in
Pacific Island Countries. The incumbent will contribute to a highly collaborative
consortia funded by the Australian Government Department of Foreign Affairs and
Trade Indo-Pacific Centre for Health Security to deliver a multi-country, capacity
building and training program to improve prevention and response to antimicrobial
resistance in the Pacific region. They will provide technical expertise in infection
prevention and control to support capacity building and training programs in selected
Pacific Island Countries. The incumbent will be required to contribute infection
prevention and control skills, knowledge and advice in regional healthcare settings,
including facilitation of training workshops, development of guidelines and policies
and ongoing advice and support for regional counterparts. Additional activities will
support the role of The Doherty Institute in contributing to World Health Organisation
activities in the region to address AMR.

2. COVID-19 infection prevention and control activities, focussed on designing and
implementing specific approaches to improve IPC activities for COVID-19 in the
MDU PHL, as well as assisting with DFAT supported activities in the region.

3. In collaboration with the current IPC working within MDU PHL, contribute to Victorian
DHHS IPC activities to address infection control issues within the Victorian
Community.

The Infection Control Officer is required to demonstrate a high level of professionalism and
initiative and will work collaboratively within a state-wide and internationally distributed team.

The Infection Control Officer will be required to be highly organised, communicate effectively
with a diverse group of individuals, and provide support for infection prevention and control
activities at MDU PHL. The position will report directly to the Director of MDU PHL, Prof Ben
Howden.

1. Key Responsibilities

Provide technical expertise for Infection Prevention and Control in the Doherty Institute-
led consortium’s antimicrobial resistance training and capacity building project, including
developing and conducting training programs, guidelines and policies, and ongoing advice
for regional counterparts.

Provide expertise infection prevention and control measures, including the development
of guidelines and materials for MDU PHL staff in alignment with COVID-19 national
guidelines.

Work collaboratively within a multi-disciplinary team to contribute to two key project areas.

Engagement and coordination of Infection Prevention and Control activities with key
stakeholders, including the Victorian Government Department of Health and Human
Services, DFAT project partners, and regional counterparts.

Contribute to the development of project plans and reports as required.

Occupational Health and Safety (OH&S) and Environmental Health and Safety (EH&S)
responsibilities as outlined in section 5.

An extensive understanding of the principles and practice of infection prevention and
control including all aspects of reprocessing (cleaning, disinfection and sterilization).

Ability to deal with a range of complex and sensitive issues and to work in a range of
complex environments

High-level interpersonal, consultative and negotiation skills

Demonstrated ability to work both independently and as a team member, manage
priorities and meet deadlines

Strong interpersonal, verbal and written communication skills with the ability to relate
effectively with a range of people across all levels of the organisation;

Ability to work within a multidisciplinary team to develop and conduct training workshops
and activities, preparation of documentation and contribute to reporting

High level of proficiency in the use of standard application software such as the Microsoft
Office suite

THE MICROBIOLOGICAL DIAGNOSTIC UNIT PUBLIC HEALTH
LABORATORY

The Microbiological Diagnostic Unit (MDU PHL) is a public health laboratory for the
Department of Health, Victoria situated within the Department of Microbiology and
Immunology at the University of Melbourne. The MDU has been established for over
100 years on External State Government funding.

The MDU PHL is concerned with provision of services for the laboratory diagnosis of
diseases of public health importance, the application of typing methods, the use of
computer-based data collection systems for epidemiological purposes, and provision of
expert opinion. In addition, the Unit undertakes the microbiological examination of
foods and water for compliance with regulatory and voluntary codes and standards.
MDU PHL is NATA accredited for Biological testing, including Forensic Operations,
NATA/RCPA accredited for Medical testing and performs selected veterinary testing.

THE PETER DOHERTY INSTITUTE FOR INFECTION AND IMMUNITY

The Doherty Institute is a world-class institute combining research in infectious disease
and immunity with teaching excellence, reference laboratory diagnostic services,
epidemiology and clinical services. It is a joint venture between the University of
Melbourne and Melbourne Health.

A new, purpose-built building for the Doherty Institute was completed in early 2014.
The members of the Doherty include the Department of Microbiology and Immunology
and the Microbiological Diagnostic Unit Public Health Laboratory of the University of
Melbourne, the Victorian Nososcomial Infection Surveillance System, The Victorian
Infectious Diseases Reference Laboratory, The Victorian Infectious Diseases Service,
and The World Health Organisation Collaborating Centre for Reference and Research
on Influenza.
